Option #1

Controller, Lindsey Pena. Lindsey can take your credit card contribution, or explain how you can contribute to the B-
29 project (see option #2 or #3 below). Your financial contribution goes directly to “FIFI”, or if you wish, the B-24A 
“Ol’927”.  Again, your financial contribution goes  to the aircraft.

“FIFI” ENGINE TIMELINE 
    As some of our membership may have read and heard, the second scheduled engine for “FIFI” had been 
allowed to be released and installed on the air racing F8F Bearcat known as “Rare Bear”, owned by fellow 
Texan and good friend, Rod Lewis. To provide an answer 
for a question that has been floating around concerning the 
power and/or reliability of the new hybrid engine. The 
answer comes direct from the Reno Air Races, as “Rare 
Bear” finished SECOND on a stock engine! Our engine, the 
new R-3350-B29! The only change was a different nose 
case to allow for slower propeller RPM.  Remember, as part 
of the agreement for releasing this engine to Mr. Lewis, our 
next engine will have as many NEW parts as possible vs 
rebuilt. It does not however, move the time frame back on 
the schedule to return “FIFI” to the air. Ray Anderson says 
he can still deliver the needed engines for “FIFI” as agreed.  
Our tentative engine delivery schedule is late November (right around Thanksgiving),  January, and  March.
